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Since 2000, Waste Reduction Partners’ team of retired 
professionals has provided more than 243,400 hours 
of “pro bono” technical expertise.  Recommendations 
translate to more than $80.1 million in utility cost 
savings, 1 billion gallons of water saved, 2.7 trillion 
BTUs reduced, and 237,175 tons of solid waste 
diverted from land�lls.
